To begin writing anything, a writer must know the purpose of the
text and the intended audience. A good writer has a sense what good questions readers may
have in mind. Good writers also know how to link sentences together in a logical or orderly
way.

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Compound Sentence - A compound sentence is made up of two or more independent
clauses joined by a coordinating conjunction or semicolon. Each of these clauses
could form a sentence alone. For example-

1. 1 like coffee and Mary like tea.

2. Our car broke down; we came last.

Complex Sentence Structure- A complex sentence consists of an independent clause
plus a dependant clause. A dependent clause starts with a subordinating conjunction or
a relative pronoun, and contains a subject and verb, but does not express a complete
thought. For instance

1. We missed our plane because we were late.

2. He left in hurry after he got a phone call.
